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During the trial of Usama bin Laden et al. in the Southern District of
New York, U.S. prosecutors called Marilyn Morelli, an employee of
O'Gara Satellite Networks, to testify on the sale of a satellite
telephone that ended up in the hands of Usama bin Laden in
Afghanistan. Morelli identified Government Exhibit 593-7 as "a pro
forma invoice" dated May 11, 1998 for additional accessories for the
INMARSAT telephone. The purchaser had instructed O'Gara
Satellite Networks to send the equipment to:

Hamdi's name was mentioned again in the Bin Laden trial
transcripts on March 27, with regards to both the satellite telephone
Issue and also a letter from ABC News World News Tonight, dated
May 13, 1998. The letter, addressed to Mohammed Atef (Bin Laden's
most senior military commander), was a follow-up request for a
personal interview with Bin Laden himself. The letter referred to
previous communications which had been conducted through "Mr.
Tarik Hamdi in Washington," who Atef was apparently quite familiar
with. When the details of that interview were finally arranged,
Hamdi traveled alongside an ABC News crew to Afghanistan. On
May 17, 1998, when he arrived in Pakistan, Hamdi sent a personal
message via fax to noted London-based Bin Laden representative
Khalid al-Fawwaz. That fax read:

"Brother Khalid: Peace be upon you. We arrived safely and now we
are in the Marriott Hotel.*

During this trip, Hamdi delivered a replacement battery pack
(purchased in the U.S.) for Bin Laden's satellite telephone. The
same telephone was subsequently used by UBL to confer with his
followers across the world, including to deliver the order to carry out
the August 1998 bombings of two U.S. embassies in East Africa.
