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Communiqué from Al-Qaida’s Committee in the

“The 11th news update with the details of the operation by the Brigade of Shaykh Usama Bin Laden.” 
 
“…based on the instructions of our leader Shaykh 
Usama Bin Laden—may Allah protect him—in regards to 
targeting the petroleum facilities, Allah enabled your 
mujahideen brothers from the Brigade of Shaykh Usama 
Bin Laden to execute an innovative attack on one of the 
petroleum facilities supplying oil to the crusaders.  In 
accordance with what was published in our previous 
statement, ‘The Assault of the Brigade of Shaykh Usama 
Bin Laden’, we clarify the following facts.” 
 
“The holy operation began on Friday afternoon 26 
Muharram 1427 at exactly 2:45pm when a group of 
mujahideen attacked the biggest oil facility in the world 
in the city of Buqayq in eastern Saudi Arabia.  The attack 
began at the back entrance of the facility where the 
driver of an SUV was killed, along with a guard armed 
with a 50mm machine gun.  Afterwards, the mujahideen 
entered the facility and searched the area, killing another 
soldier and wounding several more.  The other soldiers 
ran away.  Then, the mujahideen who were inside the 
facility opened the gate for the martyr brothers Abul-
Baraa’ al-Najdi (a.k.a. Abdullah Abdelaziz Ibrahim al-
Tuwaijri) and brother Urwa al-Najdi (a.k.a. Mohammed 
Saleh Mohammed al-Ghaith).”  
 
“About 500 meters away, there was another gate that  
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was easily opened by the mujahideen because 
the guards there fled.  Afterwards, the martyr 
brothers entered the facility and detonated 
themselves after the assault squad of brothers 
left the scene.  The mujahideen were able to 
escape the scene in spite of the heavy security 
and conceal themselves.  We direct your 
particular attention to the erroneous media 
broadcast claiming that the operation was foiled 
when the two vehicles exploded at the gate. 
Attached to this report is another document in 
which justification for this attack and other

attacks against petroleum facilities are given.  The report is written by the imprisoned Shaykh 
Abdelaziz Bin Rashid Rashid under the title of ‘The Rules of Targeting Petroleum Facilities.’  Praise be 
to Allah for this innovative attack and we reconfirm our dedication to defeat the crusaders and 
tyrannical forces…  We shall not stop out attacks until our homeland is liberated.”
