Mohammed, his family, and his followers.  In response to Allah’s commands to unify factions in order to face our 
enemies—and after our respected Shaykh Abu Musab al-Zarqawi pledged his allegiance to the Mujahideen 
Shaykh Abu Abdullah Usama bin Mohammed Bin Laden—the Al-Fatihin organization and its leader Shaykh Abu 
Salma al-Bakri al-Iraqi have pledged their allegiance to Al-Qaida’s Committee in Mespotamia and its leader 
Shaykh Abu Musab [al-Zarqawi]—may Allah protect him—and have sworn to stand with them in jihad, supporting 
the Islamic religion and its faithful, and in fighting the enemies of almighty Allah.” 
 
“Five brigades which previously were loyal to the Al-Fatihin organization in Baghdad, Diyala, and Mosul have 
joined Al-Qaida’s Jihad Committee in Mesopotamia, praise be to Allah for his blessing.  These brigades have 
played an important role during heroic battles with the enemies of Allah that wounded the crusaders and their 
agents.  O’ Allah, we ask you to unify our message,  bring us together under the flag of justice, and strengthen us 
in our battle against the infidels.  Allahu Akhbar, Allahu Akhbar, and the honor goes to Allah, his messenger, and 
the mujahideen.”
