“A statement on behalf of Al-Qaida’s Committee reporting the final results of the Abu Ghraib attack and
announcing the release of 150 prisoners.”

“In the name of Allah, Most Gracious, Most Merciful:”

“All praise be to almighty Allah and prayers to his messenger Mohammed, his family, and supporters. We have
announced previously that three of the brothers who participated in the Battle of Abu Anas al-Shami at Abu
Ghraib prison had been martyred because we lost track of them after the battle. However, two of them returned
yesterday, including the mujahid who climbed up one of the prison’s towers and yelled ‘Allahu Akhbar’, praise be
to Allah for his blessing. The brother—may Allah protect him—told us that he was able to kill more than 35
American soldiers alone. We also announce, O’ brothers of al-Tawheed, that the mujahideen were able to release
more than 150 prisoners from Abu Ghraib prison, praise be to Allah for his blessing... we ask Allah to help the
mujahideen to set free all our prisoners wherever they are. Your brothers from Al-Qaida’s Committee in
Mesopotamia will continue their jihad and fight against the enemies of Allah.”

“Allahu Akhbar, Allahu Akhbar, and the honor goes to Allah, his messenger, and the mujahideen.”
