[Those of us] in the Islamic Army of Iraqg... feel
that the administrators of the Al-Hesbah network are so sincere in their
dealing with the jihadi organizations that they have become the subject
of envy. This is precisely why we ask blessed Allah to enable the
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administrators of this website to resume their informational jihad as soon as possible. We hope that
the pressure and actions of our enemies will only heighten their resolve and determination to continue
to follow the path that they have set forth and have followed in the past.”
