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Communiqué from Al-Qaida’s Committee in the 
Arabian Peninsula (Saudi Arabia)

“Communiqué #22: Regarding the Saudi government’s recent claim that it has arrested members of 
[Al-Qaida’s] Media Wing, and the baseless allegations made by ‘the rabid fellow’ against the 
supporters of the mujahideen on the Internet.” 
 
““…The media has recently reported news of the arrest 
of forty individuals who are said to be supporters of Al-
Qaida in the Arabian Peninsula.  It has also been 
reported that members who were behind the release of 
[Al-Qaida]’s most recent statements are among those 
who have been arrested.  We would like to confirm that 
the apostate Saudi government’s claims are nothing but 
lies and deception.  We would also like to stress that by 
the will of Allah, the Media Wing will not be affected by 
these indiscriminate arrests that have targeted innocent 
people.  Indeed, the Al-Arabiya station has recently 
acknowledged that Imams from mosques were among 
those who were arrested!” 
 
“We hereby point out that the apostate [Saudi] regime 
has waged a war against everything that is Islamic in this 
country, even when it takes the form of an agent who 
praises his apostate masters.  This was the case with 
their charges against Mohsen al-Awaji.  The purpose of 
the recent allegations is only to make the supporters of 
the mujahideen fearful of using the Internet.  We hereby 
assert that we will continue to post our statements as 
well as our audio and video media in the future.  We shall 
make the supporters of al-Tawheed very pleased with 
some surprises that we will publish soon—in particular,   
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a ‘Blood [that will never be forgotten] Series’ that will make the believers joyful, and distress the 
infidels and hypocrites with the help of almighty Allah.” 
 
“As for the allegations that have surfaced concerning the capture of our brothers in the Al-Yarmuk 
neighborhood and the attempt to link the Al-Hesbah network to this, or [rumors] saying that it 
happened because of some fictional infiltration into the [Al-Qaida] network—we declare that these are 
false allegations and we can only say good things about our brothers from the Al-Hesbah network.  
Even if we suppose that they really did—per se—infiltrate into our network as it is alleged, we have 
already taken all the necessary precautions with respect to such a scenario.  The arrest of the brothers 
[in the Al-Yarmuk neighborhood] has nothing to do with the Internet.  The brothers from Al-Hesbah 
have provided a superb service to the jihad and the mujahideen and everyone credits them for this.   
They are not like the fellow who proudly declared in an interview 
that he had worked as an agent for Scotland Yard, and at the same 
time publicly announced his hatred for al-Tawheed and the 
supporters of al-Tawheed… We would not respond to this slander if 
we were not aware of its potential impact.  We are sure that this man 
just wanted to get even with us, and particularly in this despicable 
manner.  We stress that the position of Al-Qaidat ul-Jihad in the 
Arabian Peninsula regarding this man is well-known.  Shaykh 
Abdelaziz al-Tawili al-Anzi—may Allah release him from prison—has 
already revealed this man’s true colors, and exposed his disbelief 
and deviations from the righteous path.  So has our mujahid 
brother, Mohammed bin Abdelrahman al-Suwailmi (a.k.a Abu Musab 
al-Najdi), may Allah have mercy upon his soul—and this can be 
found in the book, ‘Editorials by Abu Musab al-Najdi.’  We caution 
the supporters of the jihad and the mujahideen to ignore those who
