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Biography of an Al-Qaida Operative “Martyred” in Iraq:
Abu Usama al-Ansari (Iraq)

“Abu Usama Al-Ansari... the lion was from Bagoz, that beautiful city that lies on the banks of the
Euphrates, with all its fresh water and abundant fish. Our martyr knew how to shoot before the jihad in
Irag began, as he took part in smuggling weapons, livestock, and other goods. He utilized his
experience and proved his courage and bravery during these smuggling operations in many clashes
with the Iraqgi border patrol that took place during the days of the former regime [of Saddam Hussein].
The wild lion was never afraid of death. Whenever you would see Abu Usama he would be armed to
the teeth—with grenades, an M-16, a Baretta handgun... In short, he was by all means a guerrilla
fighter. The martyr, may Allah have mercy on his soul, was compassionate about his brothers, but
merciless when it came to dealing with the enemies of Allah. Our friend assumed military command
over the Al-Ramana area.”

“Cross the bridge that connects between Karabilah and Al-Ramana. Then turn to the left and pass a
distance of approximately 500 meters, and you will find yourself practically in the middle of a closed
military zone—where ambushes are set and anti-aircraft weapons
are deployed. [There] you would always see our brother Abu
Usama standing like a lofty mountain with his weapon drawn. He
would personally instruct the brothers and oversee matters.
Furthermore, he would give personal inspections during the
evening, urging and cautioning the brothers to take the
necessary precautions and be on the alert in confronting an
enemy that does not honor the believers or any type of
agreement with them. The martyr... took part in many operations
the most famous of which were the conquest of Husaybah, Al-
Bohardan, Sadda, and Al-Rabt just to name a few, and he killed
many apostates and crusaders with his weapon.”

“Our martyr was inspired by the Shaykh and mujahid, Abu Anas
al-Shami, may Allah have mercy on his soul. Abu Anas spent a
period of time residing at Abu Usama’s house, urging people to
join the fight. Abu Usama used to teach his brothers many of the - .
lessons and sayings of Abu Anas. As for the story behind his Abu Anas al-Shami
death—the hypocrites and collaborators played a key role in it.
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He caused them much consernation when he killed their leaders (a.k.a. Omar Yousef Jumah)
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alongside the other members of his valiant unit. The Americans launched a massive assault on his
house, and on top of that, tightened security measures across the entire al-Ramana region and the
high mountains in its proximity. The reason for this was the ample amount of information they had
that connected his name to various attacks.”

“A heightened alert was declared, and the siege on our brother was finally removed when the brothers
from the sniper and assault squadrons—Iled by the revolutionary and border commander Abu Asil al-
Jazairi [from Algeria], may he join the ranks of the martyrs—rushed to help. Allah honored the
brothers and enabled them to kill more than 18 American soldiers while the latter were engaged in
battles with the lion Abu Usama. Nevertheless, Allah is the one who determines our fate, and the
martyr... was killed. After the enemy retreated, the brothers went to see the place where Abu Usama
was killed. The place looked like a war zone. The hero had unloaded all of his ammunition clips, used
all his grenades, and even used all the bullets he had for his handgun. He unloaded a total of 15 clips
from his M-16. The brothers found him holding a rock in his hand—much like the rocks used by our
brothers in Palestine in their jihad and resistance against the Jews. His index finger was raised and he
had a smile across his beaming face, determined not to fall in captivity and preferring Allah over
humiliation. Farewell, Abu Usama, and may peace be on your soul in eternal paradise.”
