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“Martyrdom” of Two Saudi Arabian Al-Qaida Members
Reported in Iraq

“His name is Mansour bin Saad bin
Mohammed bin Raziq bin Said al-Hameed. He
is related to the noble al-Hameed tribe... from
the Al-Aflaj region. He was born on [January
6, 1985] in Al-lhsaa’, Al-Hafouf, Al-Ragigah in
the Al-Maniyah neighborhood. He was
formerly a junior student at King Faisal
University in the town of Al-lhsaa’, majoring in
social work. At the university, he volunteered
as a scout leader. He loved children and
helping others. He used to participate in the
Hajj season along with the scouts in order to
help people who came on the hajj.
Additionally, he loved drawing, poetry, and
calligraphy. He is the sixth male brother
among his eight brothers who are as follows:
Mohammed, Faisal, Mubarak, Khalid, Abdallah,
Mansour, Fahd, and Sultan.”

“[Mansour] was known as Abul-Hajer or Abu Azzam (which means ‘the strong one’). He died on
Wednesday 19 Jumadah al-Akhir 1426 (July 27, 2005) in a martyrdom operation in Al-Azamiyah where
he killed ten members of the pagan guard and wounded another nine... he had traveled to Iraq along



with his brother Nasser Shalyouh al-Otaibi, who died one week after him in a martyrdom attack on Bab
Sharqi, where he set three Humvees ablaze—Kkilling everyone inside them.”

The Martyrdom Will of Mansour al-Hameed:

“In the name of Allah, Most Gracious, Most Merciful. All praise be to Allah, and prayers to his
prophet Mohammed, his family, and supporters. | am writing this will while testifying to
everything | say in it, and | say, ‘O’ Allah, take my blood so that you will be satisfied. O’ Allah,
use my death to bring victory to your religion and to humiliate the infidels everywhere. | began
to follow the path of jihad after Allah ordered me to fight for the sake of Muslims and to stand up
against the infidels... when | realized that the religion of Allah was being disgraced, [a fact] that
is clear to everyone, | asked myself, ‘Until when shall we stay silent? Until when will we
continue to allow the religion of Allah to be disgraced?’ Everyone is silent as if what is
happening is normal. Yet, | tell you that you should fear Allah. Muslims are being Killed, our
women are being raped, and the Quran is being violated by the angry infidels. | testify that my
father, mother, and sisters are the Muslims everywhere and these are the people who | should
be fighting for... | testify that we have no excuses [not to] because the Quran and the Sunnah
have commanded us to declare jihad in the cause of Allah and to bring victory to our Muslim
brothers.”

“To you my family, relatives, friends, and everyone who knew me, | ask you to fear Allah and to
beg forgiveness for all your sins... do not compete with others to achieve [greatness] in this
life—instead, compete with others to achieve paradise. This life will [inevitably] end... the victor
among you is the one who seeks to please Allah and to achieve paradise... death is sudden, and
it will take you by surprise. To you, my dear parents, | ask you to raise my brothers according
to the righteous path, the same way that the prophet’s followers raised their children. Raise
them to love our religion and seek to protect and fight for it. Raise them to be responsible for
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themselves, train them how to shoot, ride horses, and break the barriers of fear. Let them fear
nothing but Allah. Encourage them to wage jihad in the cause of Allah, to be loyal to Allah, and
not to hesitate in their mission if any of them desires to follow the jihad... | ask you to pray
frequently, to pray for forgiveness, to fast, and preserve the principles of our religion. | ask you
that when you hear news of my death, then be joyous, wear your best clothes, and welcome the
people who will arrive to congratulate you... do not cry about losing me because this is the day
that | have been waiting for and Allah has finally given it to me.”

“...I' know that saying farewell is difficult but this is the will of Allah. | know that | will cause you
some trouble and hard times but, if Allah wills it, it will all be worth it for the sake of Allah... |
ask for the forgiveness of my righteous mother and father, from my brothers and sisters, and
also from my loved ones. When you hear the news about my death, hold your heads up high in
the sky and be proud because your son has met Allah... O’ Allah, let us follow [in the example
of] your martyrs.”
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
