“All praise be to almighty Allah and prayers to his messenger 
Mohammed, his family, and his supporters… We inform the 
Islamic nation that the brothers who executed the Aqaba and Eilat 
attacks have returned safely to Mesopotamia, and we promise 
you that we shall conduct debriefings with them during which 
they will give details [of the operation], beginning with the 
preparation stage and ending with the execution [of the 
operation].  We also inform you that the strikes of the mujahideen 
successfully hit their targets as planned, and—as usual—the 
enemies of Allah have not fully admitted their losses.  Allahu  
Akhbar, Allahu Akhbar, and the honor goes to Allah, his messenger, and the mujahideen.”
