Official Communiqué  
Shura Council - Asaeb al-Iraq al-Jihadiya 

(“The Iraqi Jihad Union”)

“In the name of Allah, Most Gracious, Most Merciful… Four individuals who were members of Asaeb al-Iraq 
al-Jihadiya [‘The Iraqi Jihad Union’] have been expelled from the 
organization because of their behavior and violations of the group’s 
internal policies.  We decided to expel them after we discovered that 
they were engaging in discussions with outsiders without the explicit 
permission of the organization.  Their expulsion should also be 
understood as a warning to everyone else out there.  We would like to 
clarify this matter while reminding everyone to fear Allah and act 
righteously, without pointing fingers at their brothers.  We also warn 
anyone who is tempted to try and repeat their actions.  We warn them 
and ask them to cease their behavior—or else they shall be treated 
according to the internal policies of the organization.” 
 
“Additionally… The Shura Council of Asaeb al-Iraq al-Jihadiya has 
decreed that all of its members should contact the [Shura] Council within 
the next month using any possible means of communication.  Those who 
fail to contact the council will be expelled as well…  The aforementioned 
four individuals were contacted personally via a secret letter that was 
published by the Shura Council… Asaeb al-Iraq al-Jihadiya absolves itself 
of all responsibility for the actions of the above individuals from December 2006 onward.”
